Labor’s Bureau of Labor Statistics shows that security officer jobs

Fire Prevention and
Preparedness

Fire prevention and preparedness
require a combination of good
sense and defensive measures. Periodic
workplace inspections and a little
common sense
are the best
defenses against
fires at your site.
Here are some
basic rules you
should observe.

1t’s important to
keep combus-
tible items such
as paper and
cardboard away
from electrical panels and out of
stairwells. Electrical items should be
kept in good working order, with
periodic checks for frayed cords,
broken plugs and overloaded outlets.
Use timers that automatically shut off
coffee makers and other appliances.
Passageways or exits should never be
blocked, and stacked items should not
interfere with sprinkler systems. Space
heaters also pose great danger to a
facility and should never be used.

Be prepared for a fire emergency.
Keep a list of important phone num-
bers nearby. Learn the location of
manual emergency pull-stations,
extinguisher cabinets, fire exit stair-
wells and fire doors in your work area.
Finally, assign a safety officer (and an
alternate) who will direct personnel
during a fire alarm.

Safety officers play a critical and
important role in fire prevention and
preparedness. They should familiarize
staff and co-workers with procedures
for handling emergencies and act as a
liaison between management and their
department. Safety officers should also
evaluate and report any problems or
useful information after an evacuation.

In the event of an evacuation, all
occupants must leave the area imme-
diately and go directly to a predeter-
mined evacuation meeting site. Upper
level occupants should utilize the
nearest available stairwell, descending
in single file and staying on the right
side of the stairwell to allow emer-
gency personnel quick access via the
left side.

There are different types of extinguish-
ers used for the three major classes of
fires. A multi-purpose dry chemical
type, labeled “A-B-C,” puts out most
types of fires. It is critical to identify
the type of fire you are facing before
attempting to use an extinguisher:

Ordinary Combustibles
(paper, cloth, wood, rubber, plastics)
An extinguisher with the green
symbol A should be used.

Flammable Liquids
(oils, greases, paints)
An extinguisher with the red symbol
B should be used.

Electrical Equipment
(wiring, appliances)
An extinguisher with the blue
symbol C should be used.

While civilians should not attempt to
fight a fire, all staff should have a
working knowledge of the proper use
of a fire extinguisher. When used
correctly, it can keep small fires from
escalating into larger ones, provide an
escape route through a fire, and/or
help contain a fire until emergency
personnel arrive, Learn to P-A-S-S:
Pull the pin (some units require
releasing a lock hatch, pressing a
puncture lever or other motion); Aim
the extinguisher nozzle at the base of
the fire; Squeeze the extinguisher
handle; and Sweep from side to side,
slowly, at the base of the fire. If the
fire enlarges and is not able to be
extinguished or controlled in a safe
manner, exit the area, making sure to
close doors to slow the spread.
